Uniform 

Please remember children should be coming to school in the correct uniform. Sensible black shoes 

must be worn at all times. School provides PE kit for each child in school, including a tracksuit.  PE 

shoes or trainers are needed for PE days - this can be found on the ‘classes’ page on our website. 

Headscarves need to be plain navy or black and should be the pull on type or style to make it easy for the   children to 

remove for P.E lessons. The only items of jewellery allowed are a wrist watch and small simple round stud earrings 

(these need to be removed for P.E).  

The weather is starting to get a bit cooler now so please remember to send in coats, especially if it starts raining we 

don’t want the children to get wet going home.
